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Practical guidelines

Arrival, cloakroom and toilets

Organising your group

We suggest that classes are split into smaller
groups for gallery work, to avoid congestion
around specific exhibits. Teachers/adults
must remain with their groups at all times.

Teachers should photocopy resources PRIOR
to their visit so that each pupil has a copy for
use in the Museum. Clipboards and pencils
can be borrowed from the Museum, subject to
availability.

Risk assessmentsare the responsibility of the
group leader, and the Museum cannot provide
them except in exceptional circumstances. A
pre-visit is strongly advised by the DfES
publication Health and safety of pupils on
educational visits
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Pre-visits are free of charge and do not need
to be booked. Please inform the Admissions
Desk of the nature of your visit so they can
help you make the most of your time in the
galleries.

Disabled access

The Museum in Docklands is fully accessible
to wheelchair users. Please make your needs
known on arrival. Mobility lifts are installed on
the 2™ and 3" floors. Please ask the gallery
staff for assistance.

Please divide your class
into groups of no more than four children for
this part of the day, as the shop has limited
space.

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Visit preparation and pre-visit activities

To maximise the enjoyment and value of the visit pease consider the
following:

Introduce to the group some general background abodi the Museum in
Docklands.

Undertake at least one of the suggested pre-visit activities

Talk about your journey to the Museum and let the dildren help plan it!

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What else can we do at the Museum?

Visit the Mudlarks gallery on the ground floor.

‘Mudlark’ is the name given to someone who explores the river mud for treasures. Visit the
Mudlarks gallery to explore the river’s story. Thegallery enhances cross-curricular learning
at the Foundation Stage, Key Stage 1 and Key Stage2. Its interactive exhibits stimulate
and promote knowledge and understanding through exporation and structured play.
Foundation and Key Stage 1 pupils booking a sessionwill be offered a Mudlarks session
automatically, subject to availability.

Under-5s* can explore the soft play area with its DLR train and giant props, while older
children can get to grips with hands-on exhibits that bring to life the history of London’s
docks.

The gallery is themed around the work and life of london’s docks, and children can
investigate the science, geography and history in london’s docklands. Highlights include
loading and balancing a tea clipper’s cargo, dammirg a river, moving pulleys to shift
cargoes, and a chance to examine mudlarking finds fom the Thames foreshore.

Trained Museum staff assist all booked groups, and photocopiable teachers’ notes are
provided for adults to help small groups get the most out of the gallery.

Mudlarks is available to schools between 10.15am and 2pm from Tuesday to Friday, and
sessions must be booked in advance to avoid disappointment.

Session times: 10.15am, 11am, 11.45am, 12.30pm and 1.15pm.
